The Treaties of Rome - 1957

In 1955 the foreign ministers of the ECSC nations met in Messina
and agreed to examine the possibilities for future economic
solidarity. Their cooperation so far was very successful so they
decided to intensify it. Two new :
treaties created the European
Economic Community (EEC) and the
European Atomic Energy Community
(Euratom). They were signed in
Rome on 25 March 1957.

Euratom was created to coordinate
the Member States' research
programmes for the peaceful use
of nuclear energy. However, it
had only little significance
because each national government
kept control of its own nuclear power programmes.

The EEC treaty had the mission of establishing a common market and
eliminating the trade barriers among its member nations. This common
market 1s founded on the customs wunion and the famous "four
freedoms", namely the free movement of persons, services, goods and
capital. Member states should achieve this aim during a transitional
period of 12 years.

Both the treaties came into operation on 1 January 1958.

What is Schengen?

Schengen is a small European town. If you look for it on a map, your finger will stop on the
Luxembourg territory near the French and German border. The existence of this town, however,
is not the only reason why we are going to hear its name more and more frequently here.

Pre-Schengen free-travel zones in Europe

Before World War I, one could travel from Paris to Saint Petersburg without a passport. This
freedom of movement ended with the war, but several local free-travel zones were later
established.

After the Irish independence from the United Kingdom in 1922, no passport for travelling across

the newly created international border was needed. A free-travel zone of the two countries was
established - it was called the Common Travel Area or CTA.

In 1944, the governments of the Netherlands, Belgium and Luxembourg (Benelux) signed an
agreement to eliminate border controls between themselves; this agreement was put into force
in 1948.

Similarly, the Nordic Passport Union was created in 1952 to permit free travel amongst the
Nordic countries of Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden.

Schengen today

Nowadays, Schengen mainly stands for the so-called Schengen area, within which no border
checks are conducted at the common internal borders, which then can be crossed anywhere and
at any time. The absence of border controls at the internal borders is however compensated
by extensive cooperation including police and judicial cooperation, visa and personal data
protection.

The Schengen Agreement

The Schengen Agreement was originally created independently of the European Union because
some of the EC/EU members did not want to participate.

The Schengen Agreement was signed in Schengen, Luxembourg, on 15 June 1985, by Germany,
France, Belgium, Netherlands and Luxembourg. Since Belgium, Netherlands and Luxembourg
already had passport-free travel, politicians thought that the border of Luxembourg, Germany
and France was a good place for signing this document.

The Schengen Convention

The Schengen Convention was signed on 19 June 1990 by the five countries in Schengen. It put
the agreement into practice finally in May 1995.

Since 19 December 2011, Schengen is formed by the territory of 26 countries including:

e 22 EU Members: Belgium, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Hungary,
Ttaly, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Germany, Malta, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal,
Austria, Greece, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain and Sweden

e 4 non-EU countries: Iceland, Lichtenstein, Norway and Switzerland

The countries which are fully integrated in the Schengen cooperation are all EU Member States
(except for Ireland, Cyprus, Romania, Bulgaria and Croatia) and Norway, Iceland, Switzerland
and also Lichtenstein (the last country to join in December 2011). Thus, you can drive through
the western part of the European continent, from the southern tip of Spain up fo the Baltic
Sea, without a single stop.

Economic and monetary union (EMU)

The three stages:
The first stage, which began on 1 July 1990, involved:

o completely free movement of capital within the EU (ho exchange controls);
« more money for European regions (Structural Funds existing since 1957);
« economic convergence, closer co-operation in member states' economic policies.

The second stage began on 1 January 1994:

« establishing the European Monetary Institute (EMI) in Frankfurt; the EMI was
made up of the governors of the central banks of the EU countries;

« independence of national central banks;

o creating rules to reduce national budget deficits.

The third stage was the birth of the euro. On 1 January 1999, 11 countries adopted
the euro, which became the common currency of Austria, Belgium, Finland, France,

Germany, Ireland, ITtaly, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Portugal and Spain. (Greece
joined them on 1 January 2001).

From this point onwards, the European Central Bank replaced the EMI and became
responsible for monetary policy.

Euro banknotes and coins were issued on 1 January 2002 in these 12 euro-area
countries.

Norsko a Evropska unie

1) Uvod

Norsko patii mezi tradi¢ni severské zemé. Dnes se vSak z tohoto divodu nachdzi v pomérné
slozitém postaveni, jelikoz ostatni skandinavské zemé se jiz staly soucasti Evropské unie. Je pravdou,
ze Norsko je soucasti Evropského hospodarského prostoru, zaroven vSak pro svou absenci ve
strukturach Evropské unie nékteii autoti hovoii o Norsku jako o ,,faxujici demokracii® - staté, ktery
piijimé rozhodnuti z Bruselu, ale nema Sanci je ovlivnit.

2) Prvni pokus o vstup Norska do ES (dnes EU)

Norsko podalo prvni zadost o vstup do ES v tinoru 1962. Hlavnim diivodem, pro¢ vSak nedoslo ani
k zapoceti oficialnich pfistupovych jednani, bylo Francouzské ,,veto* Velké Britanii. Toto veto
znamenalo 1 zastaveni jednani o vstupu Norska do ES. V té dobé byla ekonomika Norska silné
propojena s Velkou Britanii pfedevsim v dasledku ¢lenstvi v organizaci EFTA. De facto tak veto pro
Velkou Britanii uzavielo piistup i pro ostatni ¢leny organizace EFTA. Clenské staty mimo EFTA se
proto snazily o vlastni ekonomickou spolupraci a jejich cilem bylo dosahnout dynamického vyvoje,
ktery byl charakteristicky pro pozd¢jsi Evropsky hospodaisky prostor (EHP).

3) Druhy pokus vstupu Norska do ES

V prosinci 1967 Velka Britanie spole¢né¢ s Norskem, Danskem a Irskem zahajily opétovné
rozhovory v o plnohodnotném c¢lenstvi v ES. I zde byl ohrozen pfistup zemi, pfedevSim ze strany
Francie. Prezident de Gaulle se opétovné vyjadioval predevsim proti vstupu Velké Britanie. Tento
problém se podaiilo vyfeSit na Haagském summitu. Norsko si v pribéhu ptistupovych jednani
vymohlo mnoho vyjimek a ustupkti ze strany ES. V lednu 1972 pak byla v Bruselu podepsana
smlouva o rozsifeni ES o Ctyfi nové ¢lenské zem¢ Velkou Britanii, Norsko, Dansko a Irsko. Norsko
vSak v referendu svou tcast v ES odmitlo.

4) Tteti pokus o vstup Norska do EU

Prvniho listopadu v roce 1992 podalo Norsko druhou oficialni zadost o vstup do Evropské unie.
Norskym planem bylo vstoupit do EU v roce 1995. Jak jiz dnes vime, dosud se tento plan nenaplnil.
Ptistupové jednani bylo opét odmitnuto v referendu. Norsko je tak dnes ¢lenem EHP, pfidruzenym
¢lenem ZEU a dosud ¢lenem EFTA.

5) Divody proc neni Norsko ¢lenem Evropské unie

Prvni referendum se konalo 25. 9. 1972, kde se vyjadtilo pro vstup 46,5 % a proti nému 53,5 %. V
druhém referendu, ze dne 28. listopadu 1994, byl vstup odmitnut 52,2 % zucastnénych volici.
Zajimavé je, ze obé referenda se vyznacuji vysokou ucasti. V prvnim hlasovalo 79,2 %, v druhém
pak dokonce 89 % vSech opravnénych volict.

Norsko tedy ziistalo pouze ¢lenem EHP. Z demografického hlediska nebyla podpora pro vstup
predevsim v severnich oblastech Norska. Zde se obyvatelé obavaji o tamni velmi dulezity zdroj
farmati v ES/EU. Rybéti by zase museli zptistupnit sva lovisté také rybaitim z ostatnich Clenskych
stati. To by vzhledem k vyznamu rybolovu pro hospodaistvi Norska byl citelny zasah.

6) Faktory hovorici pro vstup do EU

Existuje mnoho faktora, které hovoti pro i proti vstupu Norska do EU. Dnes je mnoho oblasti, kde
je jiz Norsko s EU svym zpiisobem spjato. Jako prvni lze uvést zahranicni obchod, jenz je ze 70%
zéavisly na statech v ramci EU (déle napt. ¢lenstvi v EHP, umoziujici zapojeni do jednotného trhu
krom rybolovu a zemédé€lstvi). Norsko je zapojeno do Schengenského prostoru (téZ je zapojeno v
Europolu a Eurojust). Dalsi spoluprace je v rdmci Spole¢né zahrani¢ni a bezpecnostni politiky, kde
poskytuje 3000 vojaki pro mirové operace. Norsko je také zapojeno do programu INTERREG, ktery
je zaméien na regionalni a mistni spolupraci.

The European Economic Area (EEA) was established on 1 January 1994 following an agreement
between member states of the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) and all member states
of the European Union (EV). It allows these EFTA countries fo participate in the European
single market without joining the EU.

The contracting parties to the EEA Agreement are three of the four EFTA states — Iceland,
Liechtenstein and Norway - plus the UK and all the 27 EU Member States.

Switzerland is not part of the EEA. A referendum (ordered by the Swiss constitution) was
organized and people rejected the proposal to join the EEA. Switzerland is linked to the
European Union by the Swiss - EU bilateral agreements.

The EEA is based on the same "four freedoms" as the European Community: the free movement
of goods, persons, services, and capital among the EEA countries. Thus, the EFTA countries
that are part of the EEA enjoy free trade with the European Union member states. On the
other hand the EEA Agreement does not expect establishing a customs union.

However, these countries have to adopt part of the "community law" of the European Union.
These states have little influence on decision-making processes in Brussels because they do
not have any representatives in EU institutions.

Pakt stability a rlstu bezprostredné souvisi s tfeti etapou hospoddrské a ménové unie,
kterd byla zahdjena 1. ledna 1999.

What difference does the Treaty of Nice make?

The Treaty of Nice (26 February 2001)
marks a new stage on the way to the
last enlargement of the European Union
as it amends the existing Treaties. It
entered 1into force after its
ratification by the parliamentary vote
or referendum in all the Member States
on lst February 2003.

The most important changes are the
following:

The European Parliament

The Treaty of Nice enhanced
Parliament’s role as co-legislator. It
created a new legal basis which allows
the Council to lay down regulations for
governing political parties (and
especially their funding) at European
level. After the Eastern enlargement,
the number of MEPs was limited to a
maximum of 732 with seats allocated
between Member States and candidate
Germany, with the biggest
population, had the most seats in the
Parliament - 99. The Czech Republic and
Hungary had only 24 MEPs, the same as
Belgium, Greece and Portugal. The
candidate countries could, of course,
be represented the European
Parliament after they had become
members of the Union. When Bulgaria and
Romania joined the EU, the number
increased again, of course - it was 785.

It would be very difficult to obtain
unanimous agreement if the European
Union had almost 30 Member States.
The ratification of the Treaty of
Nice therefore reduces the number of
possibilities to impose the veto
right. It also allows qualified-
majority voting for decisions on 30
articles that previously required
unanimity, and in the case of

‘
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Community policies, 1t allows
qualified-majority decisions on all
or part of the areas covered by
further 10 provisions. In addition,
a Member State is allowed to ask for
a confirmation that the qualified
majority represents at least 62% of
the total population of the Union. If
this is not so, the decision will not
be adopted. There is also a change in
the weighting of votes from 1 May
2004.

The European Commission

If the previous system were maintained,
the accession of the 12 candidate
countries would mean a Commission of 33
members, nearly four times its original
The Treaty of Nice therefore
limits the Commission to one member per
Member State, with effect from 2005. A
ceiling on the number of Commissioners
will be imposed once the Union has 27
Member States. The nationality of the
Commissioners will be determined by a
system of rotation absolutely fair to
all countries. If the EU wants to keep
the coherence of the Commission, the
powers of the President also has to be
increased: he or she can decide on the
allocation of portfolios, may reassign
the responsibilities in the Commission,
and is also entitled to demand a

When the applicant countries meet these criteria, accession negotiations are ready to
begin. Some countries started these negotiations in 1998, some other countries in
2000.

In December 2002 the accession negotiations with .................... countries were finished
at the European Council meeting in Copenhagen.

The Treaty of Athens concerning the accession of the ten new Member States to the
EU was signed on 16 April 2003.

The Treaty of Athens was then ratified by all . . . . . . member states of the EU
and by all the acceding countries. In the Czech Republic the treaty was adopted in a
referendum on 13 - 14 June 2003. More than 50% people came to decide about the
accession, 77% of them wanted our country to join.
